Blackwork is a contour embroidery technique known in Europe since the
15th century. It is worked with simple stitches, typically the Holbein stitch
or backstitch. In traditional Russian embroidery, the ros’pis stitch is used —
technically equivalent to the Holbein stitch. To achieve a neat reverse side, the
embroidery is worked in two stages: first the outline is stitched with running
stitch, leaving gaps between the stitches; then the needle returns backward,
filling in those gaps. The finished work looks identical on both the front and
reverse sides. For convenience, the contour is sometimes worked with a simple
backstitch — though this variation does not produce a reversible finish.
